3. Examples

Find all Setting objects and save the output as Java properties (the default format). This will
return all objects that are Setting subtypes and save it in the file "/tmp/find.out".

ctl -p demd -mnodelutil -c find -- -type Setting -output /tnp/find. out
Find also lets you specify the name and type as aregular expression.

This example will find all objects that have a name that begins with the pattern "my.*" and
any type matching the pattern "*.Service. The results are written to the console.

ctl -p demd -mnodelutil -c find -- -nanme nyservice -regex true
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
